Far from getting
His will in everything that happens, the Bible Ifsepeatedly records events in which the will aldBvas
disobeyed. It is true, God has the power to dedtreynhuman race anytime He pleases, and He dops kee
sovereign control over the ultimate destiny of #asth, but things are different when it comedhto t
circumstances of our lives and of those aroundPtesyer and obedience do change things. Unlessalizae
this truth and accept the fact that God is waiforgus to pray . . . we won't pray. After all, ib@ is
accomplishing His will in everything anyway, whyther?

Luke's wonderfully vivid account of Paul's actionghe midst of a terrible storm at sea, teach ushrabout
our role in partnering with God:

1. Paul had already spent time in fasting, conbessepentance and prayer as he observed the Day of
Atonement (Lev. 16:29-31). He had prepared himmadf taken the time to hear the word of the Lordse®
9, 10).

2. In the midst of the storm Paul earnestly contend prayer for the lives of disobedient unbelisvén
doing so he didn't CHANGE God's will, but througtayer, listening and obedience he RELEASED God's
will into the situation (verses 21-24).

3. God didn't stop the storm, but He changed R#ilvas given revelation, faith, peace and influgiveeses
25, 26, 31, 33-36, 42,-44).
